BUILDING DEPARTMENT

The State Building Code is periodically revised. On December 31, 2005 the State of Connecticut adopted a new statewide building code.  This code became the building code for every town and city in the state.  

 Today, we use and enforce modern building codes that address structural, fire, electrical and mechanical  
 safety, as well as health, security, and even energy conservation.  Our job is to make sure that homes,

 schools, businesses, swimming pools, and other structures are safe places to live, work and play.  

 We inspect construction projects at several stages to ensure that happens.

 The number of pool accidents has increased, and is now a national concern.  Any in-ground or 

 above- ground pool that contains more than 24” of water cannot be installed unless a building permit

 has been issued.  This is to ensure that the building code is followed for the installation of the pool 

 and the corresponding electrical work is installed in accordance with the National Electrical Code.

 In fiscal year 2007/2008, the Building Department issued 350 building permits and 501 permits for

 electrical, plumbing and mechanical work.  The value of construction for all the permits issued was 

 approximately 17 million dollars.  The Building Department also works with the Fire Marshal’s Office 

 to evaluate structural damage as a result of fire or other causes.
