CAPITAL PLANNING COMMITTEE

The Capital Planning Committee has continued its activities subsequent to the passing of the $10 million dollar referendum on September 24, 2003 for capital projects.  The committee has been charged with the continued review of those short-term projects initially deleted from the bond issue, and new and/or emergency projects as they arise.  The Boards of Selectmen and Finance agreed to include approximately $400,000 for short-term projects in the Operating Budget each year.  The following projects were accepted by the Board of Finance for inclusion in the Operating Plan for FY 07/08:  Phase Two of Computer Technology Upgrades in the Orange schools; Repaving of Turkey Hill Road; Library HVAC Improvements; Vault Ventilation System for Town Clerk’s Office Area; Uninterrupted Power Supply System for the Police Department; Fred Wolfe Park Design Study; High Plains Community Center Kitchen Modernization; and Design Study for High Plains South Wing Improvements.
