CLEAN ENERGY TASK FORCE

This year saw the re-emergence of the Clean Energy Task Force after being dormant for nearly 2 years.    Our first initiative under the new leadership was to work with the Amity High School Global Warming Club to man a table at the primary elections in November.  
In February, we published a press release in the local papers to publicize the Clean Energy Option available for everyone through their electric bill.  We made a presentation to the Board of Selectman to recommit Orange to the 20% by 2010 program and sign a Memorandum of Understanding for the CT Innovations Community Grant Program.  This enabled the task force to receive $5,000 in grant money to offer as micro-grants to our residents to fund projects proposed by them to educate or promote Clean Energy in the Town.

We collaborated with the Woodbridge and Bethany Clean Energy Task Forces to sponsor a Clean Energy Contest in our Jr. High Schools and Amity High School.  We also brought in 2 contractors to look at implementing solar hot water heating for the town pool and these investigations continued through the summer.
