During the recent fiscal year, more than 2,200 field and office activities were performed.  Examples of the office and field activities that the Environmental Division performed include the review of 175 subsurface sewage design and building addition plans, 678 office conferences, 74 septic system repair/building addition investigations, 199 deep test pit observations, 117 percolation tests, 132 septic system installation inspections, 74 site inspections to evaluate various environmental concerns, 47 complaint investigations, 324 food service inspections, 61 stand pipes monitored to determine seasonal ground water levels, 15 surface/well water samples were collected and 10 well water analysis were reviewed for comment and approval.  In addition, the Director of Health issued four (4) written orders to abate various violations of the Public Health Code.
