HISTORIC DISTRICT COMMISSION

The Orange Historic District encompasses the Town Green, the Congregational Church, and twenty five additional properties in the center of town.  The purpose of the Commission is to protect and preserve the significant historic and architectural elements that contribute to the visual character of the District.

The Commission, which consists of five regular and three alternate members appointed by the Selectmen, operates under Section 7-147 of the Connecticut General Statutes.  No building or structure such as signs and walls may be erected or altered without a Certificate of Appropriateness.  Such certificate is issued or denied after a public hearing before the commission.  All certificates must be granted prior to receiving a building permit from the Town.  In most instances, as in the case of fences and signs, a Certificate of Appropriateness is required even though no other permits are needed.

The Commission met quarterly starting in January 2007. There was one Certificate of Appropriateness issued during the year reported.
