POLICE DEPARTMENT
In 2007 the Orange Police Department responded to approximately 25,170 calls for service.  There were 557 criminal arrests, as well as 3,624 arrests for motor vehicle violations.  The department responded to 1,140 motor vehicle accidents; 1,294 medical emergencies; 1,886 burglar alarms and 471 larceny investigations.  There were 52 burglaries reported.  Also in 2007, the department made 85 arrests for Driving Under the Influence.  

There were numerous personnel changes in the department between July 2007 and June 2008 among which was the resignation of Commissioner John Migliaro. He was replaced by Commissioner Roy Cuzzocreo. 

The department participated in the formation of a regional Special Response Team (SRT) along with the Milford, West Haven and Woodbridge Police Departments.  The team will function as a specially trained decentralized tactical unit comprised of sworn officers tasked with resolving high-risk situations.  The team is expected to become fully operational in fiscal year 2008-2009.

The Orange Police Department received the Connecticut Police Chiefs Association Law Enforcement Challenge Award for 2006.  The award was for competition against similar sized departments in efforts to enforce laws and educate the public about occupant protection, impaired driving and speeding.

Several members of the Department, as well as civilians and officers from surrounding departments were recognized for their outstanding work at an awards ceremony that was held in May, 2008.
In 2007-2008, the Department used a Homeland Security grant to replace two ATVs (All-Terrain Vehicles) as well as to finish phase two of the Department’s new digital camera system.  The department also continued its community policing initiatives, with department members making numerous presentations and talks throughout the year.
