· Milling and repaving portions of Dogwood and Dogburn Roads 

· Chip sealing of 4 miles of residential roads

· Planning for the milling of Derby-Milford Road between Rail Fence and Turkey Hill Roads

· Replacement by staff of 50, older catch basins

· Installation by staff of 600 feet of new storm drains to ease flooding and icing conditions

· Installation of 400 feet of a new drainage system in Dogwood Road by a contractor

· In cooperation with the Town of Bethany a portion of Orange’s roads were swept by Bethany’s personnel and equipment in turn for our supplying personnel and equipment to clean their catch basins
