“Right For Site”’ an instructional brochure specifically designed for Orange, was printed this year.  Copies are available at the Town Hall.  The brochure features the benefits of planting trees as well as how to select, plant and care for a new tree.

A Sassafras tree located on Great Oak Road was the winner of the 2007 Champion Tree Contest.  The circumference at breast height (DBH) was 9 feet 7 inches.

In October members attended the annual Conference on Urban and Community Forestry in Connecticut, hosted by Connecticut Urban Forest Council.  The focus of the conference was “Trees, the Law and Successful Collaborations”.

Among the topics considered at the annual planning session were: 

· Identify sites for planting Tribute Trees

· A program to replant town trees where needed

· Seek a location for the creation of an Arboretum for the Town.

Twenty trees were planted at the proposed enlarged parking area at High Plains Community Center.  The trees were funded by a USDA DEP Urban Forestry Grant.  The Tree Committee, with the assistance of the Tree Warden, helped the Town of Orange obtain the grant.
