WAR REMEMBRANCE COMMITTEE
The Committee continues to meet as needed to review and discuss issues pertaining to finances, landscaping, and maintenance and repairs, and other pertinent matters.

It was noted that the cost of commemorative bricks, transportation and installation had increased significantly.  The committee decided that the cost of engraved bricks would be increased as of January 1, 2009.  Although application for the bricks has decreased, the number of installed bricks is nearing a total of 500.  Money derived from the sale of bricks continues to be applied to the purchase of new flags as well as maintenance and landscaping of the Veterans Remembrance Memorial.  Ongoing inspection of the memorial revealed the need for repair and maintenance of the major flagpole and the underground sprinkler system.

Landscaping matters continue to be addressed in a collaborative effort between Town agencies, professional landscapers and committee volunteers.

Wreaths were placed on the memorial during informal ceremonies held by committee members on Veterans Day and Memorial Day.  The public is invited to visit the memorial and remember those whose names appear in the Veteran’s Remembrance Walkway.
