DISTRICT ANIMAL CONTROL

During this fiscal year, District Animal Control, (DAC), experienced stabilization in both staff and commission members.  Prospect resigned from the District effective January 1, 2008.  There are now six board members.

Construction to provide extra space at 135 Bradley Road in the form of a building extension called the “cattery” was completed in June, 2008.

For the time period July 1, 2007 to June 30, 2008 DAC received 114 dogs and 51 cats.  Our staff also responded on-site to 144 wildlife inquiries involving deer, bobcat, coyotes, raccoons, skunks, opossum and squirrels.
